32nd Sunday: Jesus calls attention to a poor widow who makes the smallest of contributions—two coins of little value. Jesus upholds the poor widow’s offering for his disciples’ consideration, commending her because her small offering was an act of profound generosity, giving from her livelihood rather than her surplus. To give from our livelihood is not only an act of generosity, it is also an act of trust in God. We can only give from our need if we trust that God will provide for us. Jesus himself demonstrates the ultimate act of generosity and trust in God as he gives his life for us on the cross.
Nov 11: St Martin of Tours, bishop. Born in Hungary about 316; he died in 397 and was buried on this day in Tours (France). A catechumen who was in conscience unable to continue with military service, was baptised at the age of eighteen, for a time became a hermit, worked to establish monasticism in the West and was Bishop of Tours for twenty-five years. Widely remembered for his legendary generosity to the poor, for arguing against the persecution of heretics, and especially for his active evangelisation and pastoral care of rural areas.
Nov 12: St Josaphat, bishop, martyr, was born in Vladimir (Ukraine) in 1580, and died at Vitebsk (Belarus) on this day in 1623. Josaphat was the monastic name chosen by John Kunsevich, when he became a monk and dedicated his life to reforming the Byzantine-Slavonic Church in what is now Belarus and uniting them with Roman Catholicism. His ecumenical endeavour brought him into severe conflict and ended in his brutal murder.

Family Prayer Time (Loyola Press) – Today’s Gospel leads us to think about our family’s financial contributions to our parish community, the diocese, other Church-sponsored organizations, and other charitable organizations. Good stewardship invites us to share our treasure as well as our time and talent. Sometimes, however, decisions about a family’s charitable giving are made without our children’s knowledge. Yet we teach more when we invite all family members to be aware of how we contribute to our Church and to other charitable organizations. As you gather as a family, talk about your family’s financial contributions to your parish and to other Church activities. If your family supports other charitable organizations, you might talk about these as well. Talk together about why it is important for us to share our resources with these organizations. Read today’s Gospel, Mark 12:41-44. Talk about what Jesus observes about the generosity of the poor widow. Talk also about ways in which your family might also make a sacrificial gift to support your parish or other charitable organization. Invite all family members to participate in the decision about what action you will take and which organization you will support with your contribution. Conclude in prayer together asking God to help your family be generous like the poor widow in today’s Gospel. Pray together the Lord’s Prayer.

Seeing Your Life through Lens of the Gospel – Mark 12:38-44 1) The scribes are presented as ostentatious and devious, acting more out of self-interest than the love of God or people.  There can be an element of self-interest in each of us.  Perhaps there have been times when you have been disturbed by glimpsing in yourself ‘other motives’ in your doing good.  Recall when you were awakened to this fact.  Where was the good news for you in that awakening? 2) In material terms what the widow had to offer was very little.  Recall when you felt yourself called to give and gave even though you apparently had very little.  Perhaps you have had the experience of finding that what you thought was little and insignificant meant a great deal to another person.  Recall some of those moments. 3) At this critical moment for the church Pope Francis has called a synod and has invited all believers to make a contribution.  It’s easy for us to see as a call to professional church people, clergy and religious.  They have always taken care of this kind of thing.  Now the call is that the voices of the little ones can also be heard.  How can you help this to happen in your church community?
