33rd Sunday (World Day of the Poor): Be thankful you don’t have everything you desire. If you did what would there be to look forward to? Nov 21: The Presentation of the Blessed Virgin Mary. This memorial originally marked the dedication of a sixth century church of the Virgin Mary near the Temple of Jerusalem. This feast is celebrated both in the Roman and the Eastern Orthodox rites
Nov 22: St Cecilia, martyr. Though a late fourth century church in Rome was named after her, nothing is known of her life or death. Popular legends were written about her in the late 5th century, and in the 16th century she was named the patron of music. Honoured by the Church as a holy person, martyred for the faith, her name is included in Eucharistic Prayer I (The Roman Canon).
Nov 23: St Columban, abbot, missionary. Born in Leinster about 543; died on this day in 615 at Bobbio (Italy). A monk and teacher at Bangor until middle aged who left with twelve companions as “exiles for Christ” to found monasteries in Burgundy (France). He maintained strict Celtic customs and usages, was expelled for denouncing royal misconduct but went on to extend the Irish mission through the Alps and into Italy. Author of a monastic rule and a penitential. Noted for his austerity of life, his missionary energy, and his role in the development of individual reconciliation.

Children’s Corner (Loyola Press) Our world is always changing. We see many changes throughout the year. We know spring is coming when we see buds in the trees. The days start to get longer, and the weather gets warmer as summer approaches. What happens that tells us fall is coming? (The days get shorter and cooler, and the leaves turn orange or brown.) What signs tell us winter has arrived? (It is colder. It might snow. Some trees lose their leaves.) In today’s Gospel reading, Jesus tells us about another change that will happen one day. He tells of signs that will let us know that change is coming. What are the signs Jesus gave? (The sun and moon will be darkened, stars will fall from the sky, Christ will come again and send angels.) Jesus teaches us that our world changes and will one day end. But we do not have to be afraid of change. Jesus’ love for us will never end. His words are true, and he is always with us. Pray the Lord’s Prayer. Our Father…

Family Prayer Time (Loyola Press) Many things in our lives and in our world are subject to change. Yet all of us find security in relationships and values that endure. Foremost among these are our family relationships. We can confidently accept change if we know that we will continue to be loved by our family and by God. We help impart this sense of trust and confidence in our children with our daily assurances to them that nothing can change our love for them. As you gather as a family, look through several family photo albums. Observe and talk about things that have changed in your family life over the years. Talk also about the things that have stayed the same. We do not need to fear changes in our family life because we know that the most important aspects of our family life do not change, such as our love for one another. The same is true with God and God’s love for us. Read today’s Gospel, Mark 13:24-32. Jesus teaches us that things in our world will change and that the world itself will one day end. We don’t need to be fearful because God’s love for us will never end. Conclude in prayer together thanking God his never-ending love for us. Pray together the Glory Be to the Father.

Seeing Your Life through Lens of the Gospel – 33rd Sunday in Ordinary Time (Intercom) 1. Jesus speaks of the established order falling apart, but the collapse of the old order opened the way for new possibilities. Our church is in crisis, and the world is facing climate disaster. Where have you seen something new and hopeful emerge in the midst of all this, e.g. some action arising from better eco awareness (less waste, a community garden, etc.) ? 2. The parable of the fig tree. Even in winter it begins to put forth leaves which give a hint of the fruit to come. Where have you found signs of hope in a wintry situation – in your own life, in the life of some group, in the life of the Church, in our world? 3. Jesus proposes no clear time-scale for the events being foretold, so the final sentence (v.32) is a call to alertness, because God can come to us in different ways each day. What difference does it make to you when you are able to live the present moment to the full?
