31st Sunday: The question posed in today’s Gospel requires Jesus to interpret the Law of Moses. The Mosaic Law consists of the Ten Commandments and many additional commandments, numbering into the hundreds. For a devout Jew, adherence to the Mosaic Law is an expression of faithfulness to God’s covenant with Israel. The ranking of these commandments was regularly debated among the teachers of the Law. Both of these commandments were central elements of the religious tradition that Jesus learned from his Jewish community. Jesus’ response to his questioner proposed an integral connection between these two aspects of the Jewish Law. Love of God finds its expression in our love for our neighbour. Many believe that this connection was heard in a new & fresh way when spoken by Jesus.

Nov 04: St Charles Borromeo, Bishop, born in Italy (1538 – 1584), twenty-two years old when appointed cardinal, secretary of state, and given the administration of the diocese of Milan by his uncle, Pius IV and prominent in the final sessions of the Council of Trent during 1562—1563. Known for implementing the Council’s reforms in liturgy, education, presbyteral formation, and diocesan organisation.
Nov 06: All the Saints of Ireland. The early Irish Martyrologies give a firm basis to devotion to the saints of Ireland. The feast celebrates the gifts and the glory of God in his saints, their sharing in the paschal mystery of Christ, our communion with them in Christ, their example and their intercession for us, the pilgrim Church, the sustaining power of the Eucharist, the hope of eternal life.
Nov 09: Dedication of St John Lateran Basilica, cathedral of the diocese of Rome, dedicated to Christ the Saviour in the 4th century. Feast of the Latin Church on this date since the 12th century. It honours the local Church of Rome as a link with earliest Christian tradition and as a sign of our communion in Christ.
Norms for Indulgences at the Commemoration of All Souls: The faithful who visit a cemetery and pray for the dead from 1st to 8th Nov who have confessed, received Holy Communion and prayed for the Pope’s intentions (one Our Father & Holy Mary, or any other prayer of one’s choice), can gain one plenary indulgence by visiting a church or oratory, and there reciting one Our Father & the Apostle’s Creed. This indulgence is applicable only to the souls of the departed. Confession may be made any time within the week preceding or the week following Nov 1st
Rosary in Cemetery on Sunday next November 10th (weather permitting) following 10.30am Mass.
REMEMBRANCE TREE will be placed in the sanctuary to place names of loved ones during the month of November. 12 Masses will be offered for Faithful Departed. Thank you for November Offerings.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Family Prayer Time (Loyola Press) – As Christians, our moral behaviour is guided by the two-part commandment taught by Jesus in today’s Gospel: love God and love your neighbour as yourself. Many of us learned to use this framework as an examination of conscience. By examining our lives through the lens of these commandments, we have learned that the challenge of these commandments is not in our desire to follow them but in our capacity to consistently honor these commandments in our daily lives. For one week, identify and collect news reports of how Christians show their love for God by loving and serving their neighbour. Clip these news items and share what you have heard when you gather as a family. Read together today’s Gospel, Mark 12:28b-34. Talk about ways in which your family might contribute to the examples of Christian service you found. Choose one of these actions to do together as a family. Pray together the Act of Love. O my God, I love you above all things with my whole heart and soul, because you are all good and worthy of all my love. I love my neighbour as myself for the love of you. I forgive all who have injured me and I ask pardon of those whom I have injured. Amen.
Seeing Your Life through Lens of the Gospel – Mark 12:28-34 1) Today’s gospel brings us right to the heart of what a Christian Life involves: love of God and of neighbour.  Jesus tells us that having life both now and in the future is the fruit of living in a spirit of love. How have you experienced the power of love given, and received, as a source of life and vitality? 2) If you were asked what is most important in life, what would your answer be? Recall the experiences and relationships you have had. Which are the ones that you treasure most? What has particularly enriched your life? How would you encourage another person who asked you how s/he could live a full life? 3) Jesus praised the questioner as one who had answered wisely. Recall some of the wise people you have known, people who in their words and actions impressed you with their capacity to see and treasure what is important in life.
